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The stars are presented in exact positions by Hour (X-Axis) and by Declination (Y-Axis) on a grid — not as they are seen looking up to the sky — but how they lie according to their coordinates. Star signs are numbered to link them to Bible
books (e.g. Genesis = 1, Exodus = 2, etc.) Dates (A.D.) at the bottom match Hours in the current era. Dates have been truncated. Example: the precise date for the 12" hour is 1426.349 A.D., in other words 34.9% of the year through
1426. (Years are reckoned as beginning the day after the Solstice.) The chart only shows 1426 to indicate the year the Hour occurred, not the beginning of the Hour. The 21% star sign, ‘The Band’, connects Pisces to Cetus at the star

Note: This table is extremely useful for cross-referencing the meaning of signs. For example, suppose Orion is of interest. Orion lies between the 5™ Hour and the 6™ Hour. Using this table the student could examine all the periods of
recorded history between the 5" and 6™ Hours. For example: 442 to 474 AD, 1204 to 1235 AD, 1965 to 1997 AD. If the meaning of Orion never changes, then we should see Orion-like effects in all the eras where it appears. Our
analysis of the meaning of Orion is greatly assisted by understanding the declination of a star can be translated to a Bible chapter by the formula: 1 + (90-Declination). The Declination of Rigel, the alpha star of Orion, is -8.2. So the
Bible Chapter corresponding to Orion is: 1 + (90- -8.2)=1 + 98.2 = 99.3, which is Leviticus 9. Further assisting our investigation into the meaning of Orion its order in the Signs: 45™. Orion will be portrayed in Genesis 45 (45th chapter of
Bible) and the Book of Romans (45lh book of Bible).
